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What is Linking Landscapes?

e Linking Landscapes, a partnership between the MA Division of Fisheries and
Wildlife (MassWildlife) and MA Department of Transportation Highway Division
(MassDOQT), was established in 2008, to:

e Reduce wildlife-vehicle collisions & improve public safety.
e Enhance, protect, and restore habitats impacted by roads.

e Control invasive species.
e Incorporate conservation priorities into transportation planning and design.
e Implement wildlife and transportation research.

e The program grew out of a broader cooperative agreement to streamline the en-
vironmental review process. This nationally recognized model of cooperation
between state agencies is resulting in faster reviews, cost-savings, and protec-
tion of endangered species and their habitats.

o Together, we are working to implement MassDOT’s GreenDOT Initiative goal of
“Enhancing the ecological performance of MassDOT impacted land.”
